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THE ASCENSION OF THE LORD: A FEAST OF
HOPE AND PROMISE

On the 40th day after Easter, we celebrate the
Feast of the Ascension of the Lord, marking the

day when Jesus Christ, having completed his
mission on earth, returned to the Father in
heaven. This solemn feast is a significant event
in the life of Jesus and holds profound

importance for Catholics. The Ascension is
described in the New Testament, specifically in the Acts of the Apostles (Acts 1:9-11) and the Gospel of
Luke (Luke 24:50-53), where Jesus, after his resurrection, appeared to his disciples, instructing them to
spread the Good News to all nations, and as he blessed them, he was taken up into heaven,
disappearing from their sight.

The Ascension marks the culmination of Jesus’ earthly ministry, demonstrating his divine authority and
power. By ascending to heaven, Jesus returned to the Father, having completed his redemptive mission,
and entered into his glorious state, sitting at the right hand of God. He sends the Holy Spirit to empower
the disciples for their mission and intercedes for us, as our High Priest and Mediator. This event has
profound implications for our faith, reminding us that though Jesus is no longer physically present, he
remains with us through the Holy Spirit and the sacraments. The Ascension commissions us to spread
the Gospel, just as Jesus commissioned the disciples, and inspires us to live with hope and expectation,
knowing that our ultimate destiny is with God in heaven.

As we celebrate the Ascension, we reflect on Jesus’ glorious return to heaven and its implications for
our lives, praying for the Holy Spirit’s guidance and empowerment to fulfill our mission as disciples,
spreading the Good News and bearing witness to Jesus’ love and mercy. May the Ascension inspire us
to live with hope and expectation, knowing that our ultimate destiny is with God in heaven.
